LESSONS COVERED: ULAT 2.15, 2.16

CONTENT:
1. LEARNING TO EXPRESS TIME AND ONE'S DAILY ROUTINE

OVERVIEW: In lesson 2.16, the students practice recombining the elements that go
into expressing one's daily routine.

ACTIVITIES:

1. Do a DRILLING SEQUENCE over sections 3 and 4 of lesson 2.15.

3. Perform an ORAL PARTICIPATION activity as you ask the students to form the
statements found in the drill in lesson 2.16. To receive credit, the student must
accurately form all 5 statements in section 1.
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
